How to collect citrus greening samples for DPI
1. Collect at least 12 symptomatic leaves, attached to the stem if possible. If you collect fruit, please do not cut it prior to sending, and send it in a separate bag. Send fruit attached to the stem, because the fruit stems can have high amounts of citrus greening bacteria.

2. Fill out the DPI Specimen Report Form obtainable from DPI

3. Put the leaf material in a plastic zip-lock bag, the fruit in a separate plastic zip-lock bag, and the completed Specimen Report Form in another plastic zip-lock bag. Put all these bags into another bag to keep them together.

4. If you have digital photos of the plant from which you took the sample, they can be helpful in deciding how to treat the sample. Please send these photos to schubet@doacs.state.fl.us. Prefer photo files to be jpegs, less than 5 MB.
5. Secure the samples in a sturdy box and write “Citrus greening samples” clearly on the outside.

6. Send samples by overnight mail or courier early in the week so they can be quickly processed and don’t sit over the weekend.

When the samples arrive, someone that is familiar with citrus greening will screen the samples. Depending on how busy the laboratory is, low suspect samples may not be tested by molecular methods.
